Payment Options
�e UNCP Bookstore accepts cash, check, Visa, 
MasterCard, and Bookstore Bucks as methods of 
payment.  Students, who received �nancial aid 
and have funds to cover textbooks, may contact 
the Student Accounts O�ce to arrange for a 
textbook charge account.  �ese arrangements 
must be made prior to coming to the Bookstore to 
charge textbooks.

Bookstore Bucks
Bookstore Bucks may be purchased at the 
Cashier’s O�ce.  �ese are funds that are stored 
on the student’s ID card and are designated for 
Bookstore use.  Bookstore Bucks may be 
purchased in any amount.  A �ve dollar coupon 
is given with the purchase of each $100 of 
Bookstore Bucks.

Textbooks
If this is your �rst semester of college, the quantity 
and cost of the textbooks you need to buy may 
surprise you.  Faculty members are responsible for 
selecting the textbooks that they feel will help you 
successfully complete the course.  �ere are both 
required and recommended textbooks.  Required 
textbooks are books your professor told us you need 
in order to do well in class.  Recommended 
textbooks are optional titles your professor selects 
that may improve your understanding of the class.  
We suggest that you go to class before buying a 
recommended textbook.  �e UNCP Bookstore 
o�ers both new and used textbooks.  Used textbooks 
are o�ered at 35% less than new textbooks. Students 
can expect to pay approximately $450-$600 per 
semester for textbooks.

Textbook Reservations
Reserve your textbooks online for the fall semester at 
www.uncp.edu/bookstore and leave the rest to us.  We 
box the books for you and you simply come to our 
Textbook Service Center and pick them up.  It’s that 
simple.  Complete details are available in our textbook 
reservation brochure.

Textbook Buyback
Buyback services are o�ered at the UNCP Bookstore.  
We o�er daily, end-of-semester, and online buyback 
services.

Purchasing Suggestions
�  It is permissible to use di�erent
       textbooks where multiple sections of the
       course are being taught. Be sure to pay
       close attention to section numbers when
       purchasing textbooks.
�  Purchase used books when they are
       available. �ey will save you 35% on
       your textbook purchase.  However,
       please remember that they may not
       include all components if the class is
       using bundled class material.  Used
       copies are not available for new editions,
       workbooks, or most customized items.
�  Be cautious about buying your textbooks 
       from an online seller.  Be sure you get the 
       right edition, consider shipping and 
       handling fees, and compare prices on each 
       book.  Will you be able to return it if an 
       error is made? Will you have your books 
       in time for the beginning of class?
�  Go to class before buying recommended
       textbooks.
�  Keep your textbooks in immaculate
       condition until you are sure that you are
       going to keep them. You cannot get a
       full refund for books that are not in the 
       original selling condition.  All opened 
       packages will be refunded at a used 
       price.
�  Save your sales receipt.  Refunds will not 
       be granted without a sales receipt.
�  Keep a close eye on your textbooks. 
       Unfortunately thieves target textbooks to 
       resell. We highly advise that you mark 
       each one of your books in an inconspicuous 
       place so that you can identify them if they 
       are stolen.  Report all textbook the�s to 
       campus police and the UNCP Bookstore 
       immediately.
