NOMINATION PACKET™*

Each nomination packet must contain the following:

1. One Nomination Cover Sheet (see the last page of this packet)

2. The nominator/student must submit a brief bio (max. 150 words).

ELIGIBILITY
Nominees must be full-time students at UNC Pembroke. Graduate students are
ineligible.

CRITERIA FOR STUDENT WINNER

> An innovative approach to starting or enhancing campus efforts to address community
issues and needs

> Diverse forms of engagement such as service, service-learning, policy work, advocacy,
community building, leadership positions, internships, etc.

o Clear demonstration of leadership skills and the ability to lead and inspire other
students and/or members of the community

o Proof of sustainability through efforts to build their work into the institution’s structure
°Tangible evidence of impact on campus and/or community (i.e. amount of money
raised, amount of in-kind donations, number of residents in community who benefited
by this project, number of student volunteers recruited, etc.)

AWARD PROCESS

> Submit student bio and nomination letter to the CLS office.

> October 1°': Student award winner is selected and notified.

> October 3": Student winner nomination cover sheet is due to the NC Campus
Compact state office.

November Conference: Award recipient is recognized during the luncheon at the NC
Campus Compact Student Conference.
