UNCP YouthStart Summer Corps Project Request

The University of North Carolina at Pembroke will operate the WIA summer component YouthStart Summer Corps during the month of June 2004.  Any agency that is interested in participating should complete the attached Project Request Form.

Summer 2004 employment opportunities will be linked to academic and occupational learning.  Priority will be given to 14-15 year olds and to those who have not participated in the summer component previously.  YouthStart Summer Corps will assign the program participants to teams to complete community service related projects with the teams rotating weekly to different project activities.  The project activities will correlate academics to their work experiences.   Additionally, participants will be required to complete a daily journal to reflect how their summer work experience and academics correlate.

The YouthStart Summer Corps work module will last four weeks, providing participants with the opportunity to explore the world of work.  Participants will be placed in available work projects with the general goal to enhance their knowledge, awareness and understanding of the world-of-work while performing productive tasks that promote and enhance the goals of work projects.  More specifically, the employment module seeks to: (1) provide first-hand experience(s) with the world of work; (2) develop and display good work habits and a positive work-ethic; (3) provide  opportunity for students to develop specific and general work skills; (4) enhance personal interaction, social skills and self-esteem; (5) develop and exercise problem-solving skills; and (6) gain an appreciation for the requirements of the world-of-work.

The YouthStart Summer Corps will be completed during the month of June 2004 with participants working 4 weeks at 35 hours/week.  Project requests should be submitted by May 7, 2004.
