5. Proposals from the Department of History

5.1 Course Revision: Create a cross-listing (HST 3260) for a course that will be taught regularly by a history professor in collaboration with American Indian Studies (AIS 3250: Indians of the Southeast).  AIS catalogue description will be duplicated in the History Department’s section. 

Rationale: This cross-listing will enable Rose Stremlau to provide an upper-level course for both the AIS program and the History Department, which will serve the needs of both.  Approved by Department 10-0-0.
5.2 Course Revision: Create a cross-listing (HST 4250) for a course that will be taught regularly by a history professor in collaboration with American Indian Studies (AIS 4250: American Indian Women).  AIS catalogue description will be duplicated in the History Department’s section.

Rationale:  Same as 5.1. Approved by Department 10-0-0.

6. Proposal from the Department of Art

6.1 Program Modification:  Remove ART 2320: Intermediate Drawing from ART studio Concentration requirements.  Approved by Department 7-0-0.

Rationale: There are two other drawing courses required for ART Majors besides ART 2320.  The Art Department is adding an Advanced Drawing Studio Concentration and ART 2320 will be offered as an option for both the Advanced Drawing Studio Concentration and for a 6 hour Secondary Interest requirement in Drawing.
