Students should note that permission to pursue an Accelerated degree program does not guarantee admission and a student must meet requirements at the time they apply to the graduate program.

Appendix A

Proposed changes to Senior Privilege

Undergraduate Privilege (Undergraduate Enrollment in Graduate Courses) 

Undergraduate Privilege is a program offered by UNCP’s Graduate School which allows promising students (typically seniors) the opportunity to take up to twelve hours of graduate coursework while completing their undergraduate degree.  With appropriate permission, up to twelve hours of graduate coursework may count towards one’s undergraduate degree and future master’s degree at UNCP. 

Eligible students must 
· be seniors or second semester juniors (75 credit hours) when they participate, 
· have completed a minimum of two semesters (24 credit hours) as a UNCP student, and 
· have a UNCP GPA of at least 3.0. 

Applicants interested in taking a graduate course must complete an Undergraduate Privilege form gaining permission from the student’s advisor, department chair and the Dean of Graduate School. The Dean of Graduate School makes the final decision regarding eligibility of graduate course enrollment.

Students should note that not all graduate programs have courses which will meet the requirements for both undergraduate and graduate programs of study. Permission to take graduate courses, even for future graduate degree credit, does not guarantee future admission into a graduate program.

Undergraduate students taking graduate courses are held to the same expectations, standards and regulations as graduate students and receive earned “graduate school” grades (A, B, C, F, W, I). Undergraduate students may not take graduate hours in Thesis, Independent/Individual Study, Practicum or Internship courses.

Students should note:

· Graduate level coursework may only be applied to both a UNCP undergraduate and a UNCP graduate degree if the student receives prior approval to take the courses by the Dean of Graduate School.

· Students who are accepted to the program will not be a llowed to continue if their cumulative undergraduate GPA falls below 3.0.  

· Graduate course grades do not count in the undergraduate GPA.

· Students taking graduate courses may withdraw from the course up to two weeks prior to the last regular class meeting for a regular 15 week course or the equivalent in shorter term courses.

· Undergraduates taking and failing a graduate level course may appeal to the Graduate Appeals Committee to apply for admission into a graduate program following the guidelines under Special Readmission Regulation for Students Dismissed for Academic Reasons.
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Appendix B
Undergraduate Privilege to Take Graduate Coursework
Undergraduate Privilege is an offering whereby promising undergraduates can take up to twelve (12) hours of graduate coursework as elective credit or towards completion of an undergraduate degree. Up to twelve (12) hours MAY count towards a graduate degree at UNCP depending on program and courses.  Students must:

· have successfully completed 75 hours of course credit (at least 24 credit hours at UNCP)

· have at least a 3.0 GPA at UNCP
· have completed course substitution paper work if courses are to count for undergraduate degree

NOTE:

· Graduate course grades do NOT count in one’s undergraduate GPA 

· Graduate course grades do/will count in graduate GPA and towards the graduate three “Cs” or one “F” dismissal criteria. 

· Permission to take graduate courses does not guarantee future admission into a graduate program.

What is a Graduate Certificate Program?

Graduate Certificate programs provide specific professional education in an area of study.  Typically around 12 credit hours, a graduate certificate program may be gained as a stand-alone credential, in conjunction with or after a graduate degree is earned or prior to and towards a master’s degree, depending on the program. Successful completion of a certificate is notated on one’s academic transcript.

How does one propose a Graduate Certificate Program?

· Consult with Dr. Elizabeth Normandy, AVC for Academic Planning & Accreditation.
· Approval process through curriculum, like any other program.
· 15 hours or less- doesn’t have to be approved by Department of Education.
· UNC General Administration has to be notified by the AVC for Academic Planning and Accreditation.
· If creating new courses for the certificate program, a prospectus is required for SACSCOC.
· UNCP is not currently approved by the US Department of Education to offer graduate certificates. Some students may have to pay out of pocket (may not receive financial aid until approved by DOE).

· More than a minor or track.
· Certification program do show in the UNC General Administration Academic Program Inventory.
· Certificate programs do get a CIP code (classification by federal government).
