Graduate School

GRD 5001: Continuous Enrollment.  This course is available for graduate students who have no program of study courses remaining, but have unfinished requirements and need to be registered for the purposes of graduation or other campus/library access. This course does not count towards a degree, is graded P/F and permission of the Graduate School is required (1 hr).

Note: Students must be enrolled during the term (semester or summer session) in which they are to graduate from the University.
Rationale: It is a commonly accepted best practice that students need to be enrolled in a university the semester they graduate.  They use resources, etc, and how can one graduate from a university in which she is not registered as she can’t even use the library or gym.

Nursing
1. Program Change Proposal: Clinical Nurse Leader Track: Replace NUR 5200 Issues in Community Health for Rural Populations (2 credit hours) with NUR 5100: Rural Health Care: Theoretical Foundations (2 credit hours).

2. Course Proposal: Delete NUR 5200
Rationale: NUR 5100 and NUR 5200 have been separate course for two different MSN tracks, Rural Case Manager and Clinical Nurse Leader respectively. After implementation, faculty have discovered enough similarities for one to serve for both programs.

3. Course Change Proposal: Change NUR5220 from a completely didactic courses to ta didactic and practicum course.

Rationale: Now that the entire Clinical Nurse Leader (CNL) MSN track has been implemented more than once, faculty has realized the need for practicum hours earlier in the curriculum than now exists. By introducing practicum hours earlier, students can begin their transition into the CNL role and to plan their thesis or action project earlier.

4. New Program Proposal: MSN Post-Master’s Certificate in Nursing Education
9 hour Certificate of NUR 5310 Curr Theory and Design, 5320 Teaching and Technology, 5340 Measure and Eval

Rationale: A Master of Science in Nursing (MSN) degree with a concentration in Nursing Education or 9 credit hours in Nursing Education coursework are required to teach nursing in the state of North Carolina. Several MSN students in other tracks have expressed the desire to also obtain their education credits while taking MSN track courses or immediately upon completion of their degree. There is a severe shortage of nursing faculty.

Program Proposal: Advanced School Counseling for Postsecondary Success (change from what was accepted at TEC but approved by Program Director).  Original Version and further explantion: Appendix 
 

Advanced School Counseling for Postsecondary Success is a 12-credit hour certificate program  available for current students enrolled in the Professional School Counseling (PSC) program as well as licensed school counselors who aim to obtain advanced training in school counseling.  

 

To earn this certificate, students must earn a B or better in 4 of the 5 courses listed below: 

- CNS5650 School Counselor as Leader, Advocate, and Consultant (Spring-Hybrid/Online-Alt)3 hr.
- CNS5750 College and Career Readiness (Fall-Online/Hybrid-Alt) 3 hr.
- CNS5760 Legal Aspects of Educational Leadership (EDNL 5860; Fall-Hybrid) 3 hr.
- CNS5770 Evidence-Based School Counseling (Summer-Online) 3 hr.
- CNS5780 Addressing the Achievement Gap and Issues of Social Justice (Summer-Online) 3 hr.
 

Certificate only students must earn a B or better in all coursework or be dismissed from the certificate program.
 

Rationale: This certificate program addresses the knowledge and skill gap which many practicing school counselors face.  It addresses an educational need as school counselors are charged with preparing all students for postsecondary success yet many lack adequate training to do so.

Appendix
The Advanced School Counseling for Postsecondary Success, 12-credit hour certificate, is designed to prepare school counselors with an advanced skillset in designing and delivering services that lead to equitable educational experiences, positive outcomes, and postsecondary access and opportunity for all k-12 students.  

Students enrolled in this certificate program will take 4 of the 5 courses listed below:

- CNS5650 School Counselor as Leader, Advocate, and Consultant (Spring-Hybrid/Online-Alt)
- CNS5750 College and Career Readiness (Fall-Online/Hybrid-Alt)
- CNS5760 Legal Aspects of Educational Leadership (EDNL 5860; Fall-Hybrid)
- CNS5770 Evidence-Based School Counseling (Summer-Online)
- CNS5780 Addressing the Achievement Gap and Issues of Social Justice (Summer-Online)

Each course is 3 credit hours.

This certificate is available for current students enrolled in the CACREP accredited, 60-credit hour Professional School Counseling (PSC) program as well as licensed school counselors (48-60 credit hours in PSC) within the region who aim to obtain advanced training in school counseling.  PSC students can concurrently complete the degree program and this certificate program.  PSC students can complete this certificate by satisfying elective requirements (from 60 credit hour program) and taking the remaining 2 additional courses. PSC students cannot use the specialty course CNS5750 College and Career Readiness in partial fulfillment of the certificate requirements.  A PSC student who successfully completes the certificate, will graduate with a graduate degree in PSC and the Advanced School Counseling for Postsecondary Success certificate, for a total of 66 credit hours.  Grade policies outlined in the Graduate Student Handbook (p.9) apply to PSC students enrolled in the certificate program.      

Students enrolled in the certificate program who are licensed in K-12 School Counseling by NCDPI, must earn an A or B in each course to successfully complete the certificate.  Students who are fully licensed school counselors and earn a C will be dismissed from the program.  Students who are fully licensed school counselors and successfully complete the certificate program will be recommended for s-level licensure (NCDPI).
