The Master of Science in Nursing (MSN) Graduate Faculty met on September 1, 2016. Faculty discussed the topic of allowing qualified, external faculty or professionals to serve on Thesis/Action Project committees. We ask for this guideline to be reconsidered for the following reasons:

1. Our department has 7 approved Graduate Faculty, with no further faculty eligible. Several faculty members serve on multiple thesis/action project committees simultaneously. As numbers increase, this will worsen.

2. While faculty members from other departments can serve on thesis/action project committees, not all departments complement student research topics.

3. External faculty or professionals provide expertise and credentials not held by current department faculty members. 

4. When students complete practicum experiences with other facilities or organizations, they are afforded opportunities to become members of outside research teams or to access existing data sets. Representatives or owners of these data must be included and should count as full committee members. 

5. Community research partnerships increases the university’s visibility, a defining objective.

How to Structure an Abstract

Many of the following suggestions come from the American National Standard for Writing Abstracts published by the Council of National Library and Information Associations. 
1. Explain the purpose of your study/paper. Ideally in one sentence, state the primary objectives and scope of the study or the reasons why the document was written. Also state the rationale for your research. Why did you do the research? Is the topic you are researching an ignored or newly discovered one? 

2. In terms of methodology (research methods), clearly state the techniques or approaches used in your study. For papers concerned with non-experimental work (such as those in the humanities, some social sciences, and the fine arts) describe your sources and your use/interpretation of the sources. 

3. Describe your results (the findings of your experimentation), the data collected, and effects observed as informatively and concisely as possible. These results may be experimental or theoretical, just remember to make note of that in your abstract. Give special priority in your abstract to new and verified findings that contradict previous theories. Mention any limits to the accuracy or reliability of your findings. 

4. Your conclusions should in essence describe the implications of the results: Why are the results of your study important to your field and how do they relate to the purpose of your investigation? Often conclusions are associated with recommendations, suggestions and both rejected and accepted hypotheses.
