Program Proposal: Advanced School Counseling for Postsecondary Success 
 

Advanced School Counseling for Postsecondary Success is a 12-credit hour certificate program available for current students enrolled in the Professional School Counseling (PSC) program as well as licensed school counselors who aim to obtain advanced training in school counseling.  

 To earn this certificate, students must earn a B or better in 4 of the 5 courses listed below: 

- CNS 5650 School Counselor as Leader, Advocate, and Consultant (Spring-Hybrid/Online-Alt)3 hr.
- CNS 5750 College and Career Readiness (Fall-Online/Hybrid-Alt) 3 hr.
- CNS 5760 Legal Aspects of Educational Leadership (EDNL 5860; Fall-Hybrid) 3 hr.
- CNS 5770 Evidence-Based School Counseling (Summer-Online) 3 hr.
- CNS 5780 Addressing the Achievement Gap and Issues of Social Justice (Summer-Online) 3 hr.
 

Certificate only students must earn a B or better in all coursework or be dismissed from the certificate program.
Graduate School Report and discussions
· Dr. Aiken discussed national graduate school trends and listed the following ideas for program directors to consider: Stacking and portability are becoming increasingly important; more practical, online, short term, self-paced programs are popular; 30 hour programs are becoming more common; 8 week courses are popular; one year programs are often preferred.
· Theses – forms should be sent to Kirill Bumin (Thesis Advisor, Thesis Committee Chair, Preliminary Oral Exam, and Final Oral Exam).
· Graduate Course Analysis Items—Dr. Aiken presented some possible alternative Graduate Course Analysis items based on work of the office and volunteer reviewers.  Discussion ensued.  Changes will be made, sent back out to reviewers and brought back to Council.
· Dr. Aiken discussed current recruitment efforts and needs.

· Dr. Aiken discussed the Research Symposium – April 4, 2017—the Geology/Geography is now charging for poster printing and we were going to have to pass that cost on to students but we now have a sponsor for the Symposium.  The Office for Sustainability is going to give up to $1000 towards the printing and prizes for winners.
