Course Proposal: TESL 5890-- Change the prerequisite for by adding the phrase "or permission of instructor" after “TESL 5850.”
TESL 5890 is offered once every two years. As a result, completing all prerequisite courses before taking TESL 5890 can present practical challenges for prospective students of this course. For this reason, we propose that students be allowed to take TESL 5890 at the discretion of the instructor.
Department of Health, Physical Education and Recreation
Program Proposal: Change the name of the program from Master of Arts in Teaching with Specialization in Physical Education to Masters of Arts in Teaching with Specialization in HEALTH and Physical Education.

Rationale: the state of NC now requires all PE licensed K-12 teachers to be certified in BOTH physical education and health.  If we don’t add the health component, our MAT degree is worthless.
