UNCP Bonfire Safety Regulation

October 13, 2014 Archive version (Effective October 13, 2014 through October 22, 2018) - The Bonfire Safety Regulation was established to ensure that all University of North Carolina at Pembroke (UNCP) students, faculty, employees and visitors are properly protected and a safe environment is established and maintained during all UNCP sponsored Bonfires.
Revisions:

October 23, 2018 Current version – Several revisions made throughout this regulation include:

Starting, monitoring and extinguishment of the bonfire is now the responsibility of the Pembroke Rural Fire Department; assistants for bonfire events are responsible for monitoring the attendees; a payment requirement of $225 was added to cover costs for set-up and clean-up; references to the “chancellor or chancellor’s designee” were replaced with “Associate Vice Chancellor for Campus Safety and Emergency Operations;” deleted reference to Robeson County Fire Marshall’s Fire Prevention Form, which is no longer used, and replaced with UNCP Bonfire Request Form; Para. 4.4.7 added giving EH&S Officer authority to order extinguishment of any bonfire; Para. 4.4.11 now includes a statement regarding the illegal possession, sale or use of drugs on university property; Para. 4.4.12 added regarding the use of the university Dining Services contractor for events on university property; Section 5 now states the EH&S Officer is responsible for contacting other safety officials prior to a bonfire event
