Call to Order:

Report from the Office of University-School Programs:  Ms. Pam Carroll


Ms. Pam Carroll reported the following:

· Copies of the feedback received from the interns from the initial week of the fall internship reflecting all seminars were distributed (see handouts.)

· Copies of the feedback received from the fall 2005 interns, clinical teachers, and university supervisors were distributed (see handouts.)

· The meeting calendar for the National Board Certification Candidate Support Program was distributed.  Based on feedback from the partnership LEAs, a decision was made to continue this support program for the 2006-2007 school year.

· A proposal was submitted for “Policies for the Professional Semester.”  The proposed policies were approved with minor edits (see handout.)

· Ms. Carroll reminded the Committee members that students enrolled in professional education courses must register for early field placements through the Office of University-School Programs.  At this time, several hundred students are not registered.  The registration deadline in September 11.

Report from the Office of Teacher Edn./Dean’s Office:  Dr. Zoe Locklear

Dr. Zoe Locklear reported on the following items:

· The State Board of Education now has the capacity to track student test scores by teacher to IHE.

· The Policy Review Subcommittee will draft a policy regarding “Extenuating Circumstances for Praxis I Admission Requirement” per recent State Board of Education action.  The Subcommittee should bring its recommendation to the TEC in October.

· Both policy and course proposals are being developed to address the requirement that alternative licensure candidates who are being recommended for licensure by UNCP be required to demonstrate competence on the UNCP Teacher Education Program Standards.  These proposals will be presented at the September TEC meeting.

· The Policy Review Subcommittee will draft a policy for “Field Experiences for Professional Studies Courses Offered during Summer Sessions.”  The Subcommittee should bring its recommendation to the TEC in January.

· Dr. Locklear distributed as FYI the document “Priorities of the University of NC” (see handout.)

· Dr. Locklear distributed the document “Draft Version 5 – Online Courses Meeting Required Competencies for Lateral Entry Teachers by Campus and Terms Offered” (see handout) and reminded all program coordinators that each of the undergraduate methods courses will need to be available by the January 2007 semester either in (1) online format, (2) distance education classroom, and/or (3) offered on the campuses of the regional community colleges.  Dr. Locklear reminded the undergraduate program coordinators that assistance is available to them in this endeavor.

· Dr. Locklear distributed a copy of the 2006-2007 TEC meeting dates (see handout.)
