Action items – The following policy proposals were presented:

· The proposed policy and procedure for Graduate Assessment System and the survey, Graduate Candidate Dispositions Self-Assessment and Goal Setting, were approved as presented (see handout).

· The revised Conceptual Framework for the UNCP Teacher Education Program (Theme:  Preparing professional educators who are committed, collaborative, and competent), was approved as presented (see handout).

· The proposed NC Technology Competencies Evaluation Form was approved as presented (see handout).

· The proposed Technology Evaluation Policy and Procedure was approved as presented (see handout).

Report for the Office of University School Programs:  Ms. Pam Carroll

Ms. Pam Carroll presented the following items for review:


· Fall 2006 Internship Calendars (draft copies) – Discussion was held regarding the calendars, specific to the first week of the internship in which time has been scheduled into the calendar for the interns to spend dedicated time developing their Teacher Candidate Work Samples.  The calendar change was made as a result of feedback received from school partners.  Following discussion, it was decided that Ms. Rachel McBroom would organize these sessions with program coordinators serving as session facilitators.

· Fall 2006 Cooperating Teachers’ Orientation Session (August 17) – Program coordinators and/or university supervisors are highly encouraged to attend in order to provide an overview of their respective expectations for the internship.

· Seclusion/Restraint Intern Workshop – This session was added to the internship calendar in direct response to new state legislation which requires teacher education programs to provide instruction in the proper use of seclusion/restraint procedures.
