Curriculum Proposals:

English Education:  Master of Arts in Teaching (MAT) with Teaching English to Speakers of Other Languages (TESOL) Specialization proposal – Dr. Kay McClanahan presented the curriculum proposal for the MAT TESOL proposal which was approved as presented (see handout.)

Dr. Sara Simmons presented items for discussion to be presented during the accreditation work week of May 22.  Committee members were encouraged to send specific agenda items to Dr. Simmons.  She reminded the members that the DPI State Program Standards, as well as a number of other useful documents, are posted on the Blackboard site.  Dr. Simmons provided a summary of the presentations made at the April 7 NCACTE meeting in Raleigh.  She also reminded the members of the upcoming Teacher Education Forum scheduled for September 20-21 at the North Raleigh Hilton.  Members were not only encouraged to attend but to also submit presentation proposals, noting that the Dean’s Office will support the travel.  Committee members were especially encouraged to support student submissions to the Student Poster Sessions.

d. f.  Policy Review:  Dr. Sara Simmons reported that policy handbooks will be updated during the summer months so that revised copies can be distributed at the August TEC meeting.  She reminded committee members to carefully review their respective catalog changes.

g.  Professional Studies:  Dr. Irene Aiken reported that 3 Praxis I Reading and Math review sessions and 4 Writing review sessions were hosted during the fall and spring semesters.  It is anticipated that these sessions will again be offered during the 2006-2007 school year.  Praxis II sessions were also held and will be offered again next year with feedback from the LEAs as to best times to offer.   One problem noted with the Praxis II sessions was that students registered for the sessions, but failed to show up to participate.  Dr. Aiken also referred the committee members to Praxis resources being provided on the Learn NC website and reminded all of the availability of Plato being offered at no cost to UNCP students.

i.  Technology:  Ms. Mary Klinikowski encouraged committee members to return the technology surveys to her office.

Report from the Office of University-School Programs:  Ms. Pam Carroll

· Ms. Pam Carroll presented the list of students for the Professional Internship Fall 2006 Semester.  Motion approved.  

· Ms. Pam Carroll presented as an information item only, the list of students who have applied for the Professional Internship Spring 2007 Semester.  She stated that since an increased number of LEAs are now providing their own support sessions for National Board candidates, as reflected in the low turnout for the March 30 Information Session, this initiative may decrease in priority from the Office of University-School Programs.  She reported on the large, positive participation of at least 75 regional child care providers in the March 31 Crosswalks Diversity Conference.

Report from the Office of Teacher Education/Dean’s Office

Dr. Zoe Locklear reported on the following items:

· The Teaching Fellows Office is anticipating 14-16 new Fellows for the freshman class.

· The Chancellor’s Office is sponsoring a feasibility study for a child care center (see flyer.)

· The 2005-2006 Annual Report will not be due in May but will be requested later in the summer or early fall so that program coordinators can have the full benefit of collected data.

· The members of the Joint Legislative Education Oversight Committee recently were on campus but had very little interaction with the teacher education faculty and staff.

· The State Board of Education took action in April on QP1 – “Add-on Licensure in School Administration.”  This action will have subsequent impact on the MSA program.

· As presented in April, the State Board of Education will give further consideration to QP2 – “Licensure Appeals Process for Extenuating Circumstances.”  The revised policy will be forthcoming and will have subsequent impact on the Teacher Education Program admissions processes in relation to Praxis I.

· The State Board of Education took action in April on QP3 – “Verification of Ability to Impact Student Learning” as presented.

· As presented in April, the State Board of Education reviewed and will take final action in May on QP5 – “Revision of the Add-On Licensure Testing Policy.”

· Collaborative work continues with the regional community colleges in regards to the “Lateral Entry Certificate” (see “Community College Program for Lateral Entry Teachers” handout.)
