1.  Call to Order

The meeting was called to order by Dr. Zoe Locklear at 3:40 p.m.

2.  Due Process Hearing: Student Appeal of Decision of Teacher Education Committee Hearing Appeals Board:  One Repeat Policy and Continuation in the Teacher Education Program (GPA):  Sarah Simmons

Dr. Zoe Locklear presented the overview for the due process appeals process, citing Teacher Education policy (see handouts).  Dr. Karen Stanley presented the decision of the Appeals Committee with background information.  Ms. Sarah Simmons presented her appeal and responded to numerous questions from Committee members.  Following deliberation by the members of the Teacher Education Committee in consideration of the appeal by Ms. Sarah Simmons to repeat EDN 455 for a third time and to continue in the Teacher Education Program, the Committee voted to deny the appeal.  Dr. Zoe Locklear verbally communicated this decision to Ms. Sarah Simmons.

3.  Approval of the Minutes

The minutes of the April 26, 2006, August 2, 2006, and August 24, 2006 meetings were approved as presented.

4.  Guest:  Mr. Mac Legerton, Robeson County Commission for a Sound Basic Education
Mr. Legerton explained the goals and purpose of this Commission and requested support and collaboration from the Teacher Education Program faculty members (see handouts).

5.  TEC 2006-2007 Sub-committee assignments

Dr. Locklear made reference to the assignments and encouraged feedback from members (see handout). 

6.  Good News

Dr. Locklear presented information on two recently funded grants:  (1) First Americans’ Teacher Education Grant (FATE) and (2) Transition to Teaching Grant.  The FATE grant award is for $1 million to recruit new American Indian teachers.  The Transition to Teaching grant award is for $2.7 million to recruit and retain math, science, and special education teachers in high need LEAs.

7.  Curriculum Proposals

Dr. Jane Huffman introduced the revised Teacher Education Course Proposal form which now includes a “relationship to the conceptual framework” section.

Department of Education:  Birth-Kindergarten Education Program – Dr. Karen Stanley presented the proposals to delete PSY 315 and to add ECE 315 to the B-K curriculum.  The proposals were approved as presented (see handouts).

Department of Education:  MSA Program – Dr. Jane Huffman presented the proposals to renumber some of the MSA courses and to add a prerequisite to EDNL 590 and EDNL 595.  The proposals were approved as presented (see handouts).

Department of Education:  Professional Studies – Dr. Jane Huffman presented the proposal to add a new course EDN 4XX – Internship Seminar for lateral entry teachers.  The proposal was approved as presented (see handout).

8. Report from the Accreditation Coordinator:  Dr. Sara Simmons

Dr. Simmons made reference to an email she sent earlier today regarding the leadership project in EDN 565.  She encouraged the graduate coordinators to support their graduate students in submitting the leadership project topic as early in the process as possible.  Dr. Simmons stated that the midpoint portfolio evaluation rubric, program report template, revised conceptual framework, and related materials have been posted to the Blackboard site.  She also informed members that Dr. Baker is continuing work on the disposition survey, which will soon be distributed to graduate students.  In October, Drs. Alfred Bryant and Betty Brown will serve as members of the UNCG accreditation team.

Dr. Bryant distributed the data report of the spring 2006 professional studies courses verification forms collected by the Office of University-School Programs.

She stated that she will soon send to program coordinators and directors the 2006-2007 electronic IHE report template.
