I. INTRODUCTION

The Teaching and Learning Center and the Faculty Grants Committee are soliciting proposals for stipends for fall 2015 and spring 2016 and summer 2016 for the Mid-Career Faculty Support Initiative of the HOPES (Harnessing Opportunities through Proactive Education and Service) Program.  The HOPES Program is part of the NASNTI III Grant which UNC Pembroke has received from the Office of Postsecondary Education, U.S. Department of Education. 

II. PROGRAM GOAL

The HOPES project seeks to provide funding to mid-career faculty for planning, conducting, and disseminating research, which, in turn, will inform and enhance their teaching. It is designed to enhance mid-career faculty engagement in scholarship by enabling them to apply for stipends to plan, conduct, and disseminate research. Stipends will be awarded in one of three categories:  1) planning research activities (including development and submission of proposals for extramural funding), 2) conducting research projects, and 3) disseminating research results which may include conference presentations and scholarly publications.

III. ELIGIBILITY

In order to be eligible for a stipend to support research and incorporation of such research into assigned courses, a faculty member must have been a full-time faculty member for at least three years.  The grant is for faculty who are in their 
fourth year of teaching through the 16th year. Preference will be given to those who have not received HOPES grant in the past. 
IV. SUBMISSION PROCEDURES 

Faculty members are requested to submit proposals to the Faculty Grants Committee by 5:00 PM October 16, 2015.  Proposals should be sent to Dr. Sherry Edwards, Chair, Faculty Grants Committee, Teaching and Learning Center, Health Sciences Building Rm.  Please do not submit documents that are not complete.  
A letter of support from the department chair and college/school dean signature must accompany the application.

V. EVALUATION OF PROPOSALS

The Faculty Grants Committee will review each application using the following selection criteria: 1) quality of the application and its fit with the mission of UNCP, 2) clarity of stated goals and impact of the proposed use of research-related funds, and 3) qualification(s) of applicant for the project (i.e., research capability ability and promise for scholarly contribution to the faculty member’s discipline and the UNCP region).

The Committee will make recommendations for awards to the Provost and Vice Chancellor for Academic Affairs. Priority for awards will be given to applicants who have not received previous grants or awards for research support. The Committee will announce the awards by late fall 2016.
VI. PREPARATION OF PROPOSALS

A total of 15 stipends will be awarded in 2015-2016.  The stipends will be given in three different categories. Be sure to include which category you are applying for.
1) Planning research activities, which may include development and submission of proposals seeking extramural funding (5 awards up to $4,000) 
2) Conducting research on a developed project (5 awards up to $5,000)

3) Disseminating research results, which may include conference presentations and scholarly publications (5 awards up to $4,000)

Please be sure to indicate which category you are applying for. You may only apply for one category.  If you application is incomplete it will not be considered.
A. Editorial Information

1. Typing should be double-spaced, except on the cover page.

2. Pages (8 ½ x 11) should be numbered at the bottom center of the page and single stapled in the upper left corner.

3. Language suitable for the non-specialist should be used whenever possible.

B.  Proposal Format


A proposal should consist of the following parts:

1. Cover page.  Attached form should be used.

2. Detailed budget.  Subtotals for different categories (equipment, supplies, and travel) should be shown where applicable.  If the overall cost of the project exceeds the amount requested, applicants should make clear for which specific items funds are being sought.

3. Work plan (including timeline) detailing how you will carry out the project.  One page limit.

4. Narrative (two pages, double spaced, maximum).  The narrative is the heart of the proposal.  It is essential that the narrative be clear, complete yet concise, and use language understandable to non-technical reviewers.  In general, the narrative should cover at least the following:

a. Rationale for the project and statement of project objectives

b. Means of achieving the stated objectives

c. How the project objectives relate to the program objectives listed in Section II. 

d. A statement regarding how the proposed research will be incorporated into to teaching to improve course quality. 

5. A curriculum vitae.

6. Appendix (as needed).  Please be sure to include invitations for proposals, or other artifacts that will strengthen your request.

VI. CONDITIONS OF THE GRANT

1. The stipend is to be used to meet the goals and/or objectives of the proposal.  The proposed project must be completed while the recipient is employed by the University.

2. Faculty who receive awards will be required to submit a progress report regarding their stipend-supported research at the end of each semester to their department chair. The report must include a description of work completed, results obtained, and plans for continued progress. A final project report is to be submitted to the Director of the Teaching and Learning Center.  This report should consist of a brief accounting (one-page) of the experience received from the project and the extent to which stated goals and/or objectives were met.
