CNS 6100 revised course description
Current course description:  CNS 6100 Counseling Practicum (3 hours)
The practicum is a field placement course.  The field placement is required to take place in a setting appropriate to the students’ graduate counseling program of study.  All placements must have approval from the program faculty the semester before enrollment.  The practicum experience allows for enhanced skill development and exposure to professional practices, such as documentation, in a supervised and university–approved setting.  Students must complete a total of 100 clock hours at the field placement site.  Sixty percent of the 100 clock hours must be in direct client contact.  In addition to the field placement requirement, students will attend class for continued instruction and professional development.  Prerequisite:  Completion of core counseling courses and a minimum of a grade point average of 3.0

New course description:  CNS 6100 Counseling Practicum (3 hours)

The practicum is an introductory field placement course.  The practicum experience allows for enhanced skill development and exposure to professional and ethical practices in a supervised counseling setting.  Students work with the Field Placement and Testing Coordinator to obtain field placements one semester in advance of enrollment.  Students must complete a total of 100 clock hours at the approved field placement site.  In addition to the field placement requirements, students are required to attend class for group supervision and attempt the comprehensive exam.  Prerequisite:  Completion of core counseling courses, minimum of grade point average of 3.0, and an approved field placement application.  Corequisite:  CNS 5060 Crisis Intervention and CNS 5900 Issues in Addictions for Counselors.

5. Graduate School Proposals for Discussion or Vote
· Course Load: 
Current Catalog
All courses, unless otherwise noted in the course description, are offered for three semester credit hours. The standard load for full-time graduate students (not employed full-time) is nine (9) hours during regular terms.  Except in cases where program requirements mandate an exception, graduate students employed on a full time basis may enroll for a maximum of six (6) semester hours per semester. Graduate students may enroll for a maximum of nine (9) semester hours during the combined summer sessions, completing no more than six (6) semester hours in any one summer session. Graduate Assistants are required to enroll as full-time students (9 semester hours).
Catalog Suggestion (new)
Nine semester hours is considered full-time enrollment for graduate students during regular semesters. Students employed on a full-time basis are encouraged to take 6 credit hours a semester or less.  Maximum course load for all programs except MSW is 12 hours. During each summer session, graduate students may enroll in a maximum of six (6) credit hours for a total of twelve (12) credit hours during the summer.  
· Transfer Credit-Change suggested
Example A: The 20 Percent Rule (Can be 25%)
Upon recommendation of the academic program and approval by The Graduate School, up to 20 percent of the total hours required for the master's degree may be graduate-level courses transferred from another approved institution, or from this institution. Note: 20% is 7.8 hours in a 39 hour program.  25% is 9.75 hours in a 39 hour program.

Or
Example B:  Sliding Scale
Graduate students may transfer in six to twelve credit hours (with a grade of B or better) with approval of the Program Director and the Graduate Dean according to the following sliding scale: 30-39 hours in the program--transfer up to 6 credit hours; 40-49 hours in the program--transfer up to 9 hours; 50+ hours in the program--transfer up to 12 hours.
· Course withdrawal limitations: checked UNCW, UNCG, ECU, WCU, FSU, UNCC, ECSU and UNCCH, couldn’t find anything about withdrawal limits.  Some do show a WF or WP grade with the WF counting against a student’s GPA.  There are issues however (for FA, students must pass 67% of coursework)


· Allowing students to repeat a course without going through graduate council?
Ex. A student who has received a grade of C in a graduate course may repeat that course once. Both the first and second grade will count in determining the GPA, but only the initial hours will count toward degree requirements. (one university has: Students may not repeat a course in which they received a grade of A or B).

Currently, only A, B, C, etc. count, but faculty can enter in + and -.  Issues: These marks show on transcripts but are not calculated in GPA. On degree audits, these do count (since they are there) and give incorrect GPAs.  In DARS (the new degree audit system) only A, B, C, etc. will be available for graduate courses.
