Where and when will the ceremony be held?
Givens Performing Arts Center (GPAC) Friday, December 10, 2021, at 7:00 p.m. NOTE: All guests should be seated by 6:45 as the doors will be closed for the processional at that time.

When, where, and how do I line up?
You will line up at 6:00 p.m. in the Auxiliary Gym in the Jones Athletic Center. Please be on time to line up, clear up pronunciations, and receive information about hooding and the process. You will walk from the gym to GPAC prior to the ceremony.  Let us know if you need have special needs for this walk.
How many tickets can I get?
Four (4) tickets. The tickets will be sent electronically at a later date.
How do I get extra tickets?
Extra tickets, if available, will be sent electronically.  You will need to send an email to Janetta Cheek at Janetta.cheek@uncp.edu and let her know how many extra tickets are needed.
Will handicapped seating be available for guests?
Yes. If needed, please inform the Accessibility Resource Center (ARC): phone/voice: 910-521-6695; fax: 910-521-6891; email: arc@uncp.edu. Also, inform the University Marshals when you arrive for graduation.
Do children require tickets?
Yes, children must have tickets unless they are small enough to be held for the entire ceremony and do not use a seat.

What should I wear?

There is no dress code, but dress for a formal ceremony. Consider what will show above and below your gown.

Do we walk across the stage individually?
Yes. Your name will be called, you will walk across stage, be hooded, have your picture taken as you receive your diploma cover and shake hands with the Chancellor, and proceed to shake hands with others as you cross the stage.
When do I get my official diploma?
Diplomas will be mailed in February.

How long will the ceremony last?

Approximately an hour and fifteen minutes. Please plan to bring your guests to the reception that will be held in the University Center Annex immediately following the ceremony.
