Also, the facility reservation system administrator will now verify external groups instead of the facility manager. In section 5, the procedures for FRS account application were updated, as well as the security charges in para. 6.3. Revisions were approved by the Board of Trustees at its regular meeting on November 18, 2016. Formatting reflects the new UNC Pembroke Policy and Regulation Standards implemented October 2011.
Additional updates were made to Appendices 1 and 2. No changes were made to Appendix 3 – Holiday Schedule. 

Last Revised: November 10, 2023 - This policy was updated with the addition of para. 4.7.1 which states “No signage, including but not limited to banners, flags, posters or similar items may be hung, attached or taped to, affixed to or suspending from any building or building exteriors unless the item is placed pursuant to a university program or university business and has prior approval.” Revisions were approved by the Board of Trustees at its regular meeting on November 10, 2023.
