Section 5, “Appeals,” was added to reflect the formation of the Student Services Committee. The date in section 6.2 was changed from “July 1” to “July 15.” The words “student housing” were removed from section 6.3 and replaced with “university.”

March 18, 2014 Archived version (Effective March 18, 2014 through November 20, 2017) – Section 4, “Tuition and Fees,” was updated to reflect the current refund schedule. Section 5, “Appeals,” was expanded to explain the circumstances under which the university would consider a refund to a student. It also explains the late payment penalty that is assessed due to non-payment of tuition and/or fees. The date in para. 6.2 was changed from “July 15” to “May 31.”
November 21, 2017 Current version – The classification was changed from a regulation ot a policy, and the reference number was updated. Section 3 was updated to further explain eligibility requirements for receiving a refund (i.e., withdrawing from classes). Paragraphs 4.1.3 were added to explain the refund schedule for Online Accelerated 7-week sessions. The late fee in para. 5.2.1 was changed to 5 percent. Removed the dollar amount in para. 6.2 to read “The housing deposit …”
