Also, the fifth phase of emergency management (prevention) was added as a result of the adoption of this phase by FEMA. Functional annexes were modified to include checklists for university department roles and responsibilities, as well as a hurricane and severe weather checklist. A letter of promulgation was added to document approval of the plan by the appropriate university authorities as recommended by FEMA.
The Guide for Developing High-Quality Emergency Operations Plans for Institutions of Higher Education was added as an additional reference. Minor changes were made to the language in section 5.3.3 for clarification.
